What is Liturgy of the Word with Children?

Each week during the 9:00 am Liturgy, we
see children leaving after the Opening rites.
Where are they going?

Children from kindergarten and up are
invited to the Liturgy of the Word which is held
in the Faculty Room of the School beginning,
Sunday, September 26The Liturgy of the
Word is a worship experience. It is the way to
enable children to participate in formal worship
of the community. Liturgical language, the
Word, and a reflection are presented at a level of
understanding for children.

Children are part of our worshiping
community. They process to their worship space
and back into the church with their prayer leader.
We send the children forth to hear the Word of
God and we welcome them back as we offer our
gifts.
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
